Disaster historian Rasmus Dahlberg presents in this lecture  
a selection of Danish disasters in the 20th century – from the 
1897 railway accident at Gjentofte to the fireworks factory 
fire in Seest in 2004. Ships go down, planes crash, trains 
collide and buildings burn.
